8.2. Separate results for each class will conform to the World Sailing’s Low Point

System in the RRS’s Appendix A.

8.3. One (1) race is required to be completed to constitute a series.

8.4. Nine races are scheduled. There will be no discard

9 - Penalty
Rule 44.1 of the RRS is changed so that the Two-Turns Penalty is replaced by a

One-Turn Penalty.

10 - Advertising

10.1. Advertising must conform to World Sailing regulation 20.4.

10.2. Boats may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the
Organizing Authority.

11 - Prize giving Ceremony
Prize-giving ceremony will be held at the Yacht Club de Monaco on Saturday 31*
March 2018 at 5.30pm. At least one crew member is expected to attend the

ceremony.

12 - Jury
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Decisions of the International Jury are final.

13 - Media Rights
